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‘The main benefit of breeding Aberdeen
Angus cattle in this part of the country is
that they spend their time outdoors and are
ralzed on grass, which is what suits them
best,” he explained.

“Although the breed originated in the
north, the climate in Scotland means that
most of their animals spend & good deal
of time indoors, and that's notl where Uhi
breed likes to be. It seems strange, but
many of the best animals are those that
come from this part of the world

as visi-
tars will discover. All our cows are calved
outside, too.”
